Non-Subsidized” Principles (Only for : standard/Class) at places shown against their
names; on condition that in future the medium of instruction would not be allowed to be
altered; for academic year 2005-2006.

2 The said permission is being granted subject to terms and conditions imposed in
Government Letter No. VLS 1000/(509/2000)(1)/PE-3 dated 217 July 2000.

3. Further proceedings in this respect should be immediately followed; again, with
regard to compliance of terms and conditions mentioned in government letter dated 21%
July 2000 collation/verification should be camied out and execution of proceedings as
regards grant of recognition for primary school should be completed and a report to that
effect should be forwarded to the Government immediately.

4. Before conveying of Government permission to primary school, whether at that
place election code of conduct is prevalent , information in this regard should be obtained
by Divisional Education Deputy Director from concerned district Chief Executive
Officer/Collector, and then only with his permission the Order of permission should be
conveyed to concerned Educational Institute. The entire responsibility with regard to this
shall rest upon concerned Divisional Deputy Director of Education and Educational Officer
(primary).

With reference to above subject you are hereby informed that taking into consideration the
need and requirements of local people , the below mentioned Institutes have been permitted for
academic year 2005-2006 to start schools at places and medium as shown against their names.
However, the Institute in question did not start the school in Academic year 2005-2006 but in
year xxxxxxxxx; and proposal for renovation of the school building has been received by said 3
letters. As per received Proposal , for said Institute’s school , vide letter under reference number
2, permission to renew permission for starting new Primary Private school on “permanent non-
grant” principle with English Medium and start 1% standard classes from June 2008 is granted ;
subject to condtion that no permission will be granted to change in future medium of
instructions.

The said permission is granted subject to the following terms and conditions. In case of
breach/contravention of them will automatically render revocation of the said permission.

1 The said Institute must be registered under Societies Registration Act, 1860 and
Mumbai Public Trust Act, 1950 or only under Mumbai Public Trust Act,1950.

3.2 Surroundings and building of the school must be clean/hygienic and secured for
conducive to educational purposes.
3.3 The school must appoint staff meeting the prescribed educational and

professional requirements as prescribed by the Government from time-to-time , implement
requisite pay-scales and conditions of employment as prescribed from time-to-time.

3.4 For smooth and efficient running of school financial condition of Institute,
physical facilities/amenities with Institute, administrative and managerial facilities/amenities
with Institute are essential.

3.5 The Institute should implement the curriculum as prescribed by the Government from time to
time. So also, Curriculum , Text-books, Evaluation system, school and co-school programmes and
ventures should be executed appropriately and all necessary facilities and amenities should be provided.

3.6 The Institute must, maintain prescribed Record Registers for School Students/Staff up-to-date
and worth fidelity and reliability and in currency.
3.7 The atmosphere in school must be conducive to education. So also, it is incumbent to inculcate

among students and to impress upon their minds the need to positive/constructive discipline,
punctuality and regular attendance .

3.8 No change or alteration in future would be possible in respect of medium of instruction and
location of school as once prescribed for permission.
3.9 It is incumbent upon the Institute to obey orders, procedures/modus operendi, rules issued by

the Government from time-to-time.

3.10 While admitting students in their school, the Institute must take responsibility to ensure that
other recognized schools in the surroundings are not prejudicially affected.

3.11 If the School is started at a place other than the one where-for permission is granted,
permission so granted will automatically construed to be cancelled.

3.12 Please be noted that if the Institute fails to start the School as per permission so granted by this
letter, in future for whatsoever reason, permission will not be granted by renewal of this permission.
3.13 The matters in respect of which the Hon. Supreme Court has issued Orders as in Public Interest
Petition No. 483/04 on 14" April 2009, the same should be strictly complied with.

1. Fire-fighting system should be made operative within six months.

2. In school buildings inflammable and dangerous, pernicious or pestilential
material/liquids should not be stored.

3. Staff members and other concerned employees should be trained in operating
fire-foghting equipment’s and systems.

4. Before granting permission, it should be ensured that the building of the school

is safe a nd secured in all respects and it is constructed as per prescribed
Standards as set out in (National Building Code of India), The responsibility to
produce such Certificate shall lie upon Education Officer (Primary).

5. There should be regular inspection of every school from the point of view of
Building safety. Concerned Officials should ensure stringent adherence to
(Natienal Building Code of India). The Officers/staff who fail to do this duty
should be subjected to severe punishment for breach of discipline.
